o these churches are European: their fellowship transcends frontiers,
cultures and languages.

Churches affiliated to FEBE subscribe to the following Declaration of Faith:

e The unity of the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit in the Godhead;
their equality in power and glory.

e The divine inspiration and infallibility of the Scriptures as originally
given; their supreme authority in matters, of faith and conduct;

the definitive character of their revelation which cannot be modified
or completed by any other.
